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These questions are in keeping with walking daily in Christ and following His leading, yes. BUT these questions
and the discussions that follow them are better meant to open our eyes, ears and hearts to the Lord’s

miraculous works. Those miracles that are already happening, and those that He may yet want to accomplish.

o—) How can you be ready to hear from the Lord? (This is a “how to be prepared” question.)

Q—) What “eyes” or “ears” does it take to see the work of the Lord? (Is there different preparation here than in
question 1?)

e—) How can you verify that what you have heard, and/or what you have seen, is from/of the Lord?

e—) Describe one obvious time you heard the Lord, or saw the hand of the Lord. How do you know?

e—) Describe one obvious miracle you’ve seen in your life. How do you know?

@—) Are numbers 4 and 5 the same question? Did you get different answers or the same? Why?

ﬁ—) This week, how can you miraculously be Jesus to someone in need who might be ready to follow Jesus?
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
